LEER: Mateo 16:6-12

Jesus dedicé tiempo a desarrollar la fe de sus discipulos porque
sabia que era esencial para las tareas que tenian por delante. Du-
rante mas de tres anos, asistieron a una escuela de fe, con Jesus
como instructor y Su Palabra como material de estudio. A veces,
Cristo utilizo instrucciones verbales, pero muchas de las lecciones
se ensenaron con el ejemplo: sané a los enfermos, expulsé demo-
nios, alimenté a miles y calmé el mar.

A veces, la comprension de los discipulos era lenta o vacilante,
pero Cristo nunca los abandoné. Los reprendié cuando mostraron
falta de confianza (Marcos 4:40), pero también elogio las sefales
de progreso (Mateo 16:15-17). Su objetivo era establecer firme-
mente su fe para poder realizar Su obra en ellos y a través de ellos.

El Sefior tiene el mismo objetivo para nosotros: aumentar nuestra
fe para que podamos hacer la obra que El ha planeado para no-
sotros (Efesios 2:10). Cuando nuestra fe es grande, El nos confiara
desafios y lograra cosas asombrosas a través de nosotros. Pero la
fe pequena limita la actividad de Dios en la vida de un creyente.
El nos usa solo en la medida en que confiamos en El.

La fe se construye al aprender de las Escrituras qué creer y luego
al ser probados en situaciones que nos exigen confiar en Dios en
lugar de nuestro propio entendimiento. Tal vez su préxima lucha
(o la actual) sea una oportunidad para aprender de la escuela de
la fe.

READ: Matthew 16:6-12

Jesus spent time developing His disciples’ faith because He knew
it was essential for the tasks ahead of them. For over three years,
they attended a school of faith, with Jesus as their instructor and
His Word as their course material. Sometimes Christ used verbal
instructions, but many of the lessons were taught by example: He
healed the sick, cast out demons, fed thousands, and calmed the
sea.

At times, the disciples’ understanding was slow or faltering, but
Christ never gave up on them. He reproved them when they ex-
hibited a lack of trust (Mark 4:40) but also praised signs of prog-
ress (Matthew 16:15-17). His objective was to firmly establish their
faith so He could accomplish His work in and through them.

The Lord has the same goal for us—to increase our faith so we can
do the work He's planned for us (Ephesians 2:10). When our faith is
great, He'll entrust us with challenges and achieve amazing things
through us. But small faith limits God’s activity in a believer’s life.
He uses us only to the degree that we trust Him.

Faith is built by learning from Scripture what to believe, and then
being tested in situations that stretch us to rely on God instead of
our own understanding. Perhaps your next—or current—strug-
gle is an opportunity to learn from the school of faith.

Ephesians 3:16-17
“I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you
with power through his Spirit in your inner being, so that
Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith.”
